The Bottom Line: Every church has an open door before them; the command is to 

look.  

Introduction: In life, we come across many doors. Doors most often represent an 

opportunity. Sometimes a new opportunity, sometimes a closed opportunity, but an 

opportunity all the same.  

The church in Philadelphia had a door before them, and Jesus did not want them to 

miss it. All they needed to do was seek and try.  

Truth: Jesus knew what the church in Philadelphia had before them, and He 

promised that when the church acted on it, they would become firm in their faith. 

Look with me to Revelation 3:7-13. 
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Application & Conclusion:
